Polishing Clearcoat

Luke (Mark)of"Paint By Luke" has volunteered to demonstrate polishing away orange peel on clearcoat
during a club meeting (recommended before you attempt to polish your car). Most paint shops put on only one
coat of clearcoat to reduce orange peel. Always put one inch wide masking tape on edges (example, edges
between hood and fender). Work in shade, in 2' x 3' areas until you finish the entire car. This must be done
with each step of sanding paper and each polishing liquid. Do not skip steps. Use a squirt bottle of water with a
little liquid soap. Squirt water, wipe with soft black square squeegee (from car paint store) to see bumps in clear
coat finish. Carefully sand until bumps in clearcoat are gone. Hand sanding is best. Use Meguires Glazing 7
last when polishing. It does not leave white areas from wax. It can be used to polish your car over and over.
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
