The furious season-long D Production competition between
TR-#'s goes to the final race of the season with a possibility
that co-champions will emerge.

Points leader Bob Tullius had the ill-luck to blow his engine
in practice when his TR-4 was posting Fretty convincing lap
times. Jim Spencer and his beautiful silver-gray TR-4 scored
impressively over all opposition in the CP, DP event to close
the points gap.
