TOP TRIUMPH COUPLE

For three years, Kent Rogan had-wanted to-get a sports———

car, but his wife, Lois, thought it was absolutely ridiculous.
She finally gave in and told him to go ahead and buy the
“darned thing” and get it out of his system. So it was that
they got their first sports car, a TR-3, in January 1960.
After she drove it for the first time, he realized he had made
a mistake. He should have bought a “HIS” and a “HERS.”

This pair of TR-3 enthusiasts have had their TR-3 for two
and a half years, during which time they have accumulated
over fifty rally, gymkhana and hill climb trophies. They got
off to a good start by bringing home 2nd place novice
trophies on the first rally they ran in April of 1960. Since
that time, they have taken home driver and navigator tro-
phies in 24 out of the 38 rallies they have entered. In May
of this year they started competing in gymkhanas and out
‘of the six they have entered, Kent has taken home 4 trophies
(2 firsts in class and overall and 2 seconds in class). Lois
has won 5 trophies (4 firsts and 1 second in the Ladies
Class). In the two hill climbs Lois has entered. she has
placed second and third in the Ladies Class. Kent’s four

. attempts at the hill climb have not proved to be quite as
successful, for each time, he has been beaten by fellow
Tejas Triumph Sports Car Club members.

Their greatest achievement, to date, came on August 11,
1062, when they won 5 trophies at the Motor Rodeo in Beau-

. mont, Texas. They took first place driver and navigator
trophies in the 4 hour morning rally and in the afternoon
gymkhana, Lois took first in the Ladies Class. Kent took
second in the E Production Class plus the overall trophy
for the best performance of the day (combined Rally and

Gymkhana).

Not only have they been busy competing in events, but

those that they have not entered, they have worked. During

the past year they have organized one 12 hour night rally
and four afternoon rallies. They were rewarded for their
efforts by receiving a trophy for the Best Rally of the Year
for their 12 hour night rally.

Lois and Kent were among the original organizers of the
Houston, Texas chapter of TSOA, the Tejas Triumph Sports
Car Club. Last year Kent served as Vice President and Lois
as Recording Secretary. This year, Kent is President and
Lois is on the Board of Directors. The club’s record in events
iz envious. At each of the last two hill climbs, the members
of their club have brought home the Fastest TR trophy, lst
and 3rd in E Production and 1st, 2nd and 3rd in the Ladies

- Class. More recently, at a gymkhana in Austin, out of the
six members entered (TR-3's and a Herald}, they won 3
- Ist in class trophies and one 2nd.

The Rogan’s attribute a large portion of the success they
have had to the ruggedness and dependability of the TR-3.
They always keep their car in a good state of repair and
owe a great deal of thanks to Southewestern Triumph, Inc.
of Houston for the availability of parts and their depend-
able and expert service. Of all the events they have entered,
the Rogans have never had a DNF. For instance, at a recent
12 hour night rally, they got 22 miles off course and be-
cause of the snappy. performance of their TR-3 they were
able to recover and finish in third place.

It might also be noted that they rallied for two years with
the stock odometer, against top notch area rally teams using
dual electric odometers, which bears testimony to the ac-
curacy and dependability of the TR odometer. - e
