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The painting shown above is the prized possession of two D.C. T.S.0O.A. members. Jim Schwitz describes it as follows:

“The picture does not really do the original painting justice in reproduction. The orginial painting is approx. 3 x 4 feet
and hangs in the home of two of our members, Mr. and Mrs. Drexel Williams. The artist who did the painting is W. A.
Obwen. The original was painted using two photos and is actually a composite painting. The car and driver is Drexel
Williams’ TR-4A. The sign on the door is D.C. T.S.0.A.’s autocross team identification. This car-driver combination

is the 1968 Metropolitan Washington Council of Sports Car Clubs (MWCSCC) class champion. You will probably

remember that D.C. T.S.0.A. won the team championship that year.”
